A place in the junior a football championship semi final was at stake in this Burren Derby game played in Ennistymon on Saturday the 22nd of September. The crowd were now as wise as ever what way this game was going to turn out including the large neutral contingent that turned up.
The loss of Kevin Carrucan due to injury did not help Ballyvaughan’s cause just before half time. The second half started lively and Hugh Kelly opened the Cusack’s account on 37 minutes with a score from play followed by Michael O’Connor on 39 minutes, this pushed Cusack’s two clear and they were finding there rhythm more easier as the crowded out midfield and still used Michael O’Connor out the field out of place from his starting position of corner forward, it seemed to be one way traffic with all play filtering through the lively centre half forward Seamus O’Conaighle, scores were still scarce though as it went 10 minutes with out one until Patrick Hynes converted two Frees in the 47th and 52nd minute respectively to push Cusack’s 6 points to 2 clear without a single response from Ballyvaughan.
With very little goal chances created by both teams it looked like Cusack’s were going to hold on and that the did, Donnacha Mahon did score Ballyvaughan’s single only score from play in the 59th minute which was a poor return over the hour.
Cusack’s struck in the 63rd minute with a point from play from the roaming Michael O’Connor, after five minutes of injury time Cusack’s held on to secure victory and fired the parting shot which propelled them in to the semi final.
